KALAMKARYI, the exquisite ancient craft
decorating our piano

If you have noticed the new arrival on the
back of the piano (front to you), you might
have wondered about its origin. This rug
from Masulipatnam in India is a painting on
a tightly woven durable cotton background.
It derives its name from Kalam, meaning
Pen and Kam meaning Work, literally pen-
work, and is a fine example of the labori-
ous slow process of block printing with
vegetable dyes. Kalamkari art has evolved
through trial and error over the last 3000
years, and the techniques of its craftsman-
ship were handed down within families
from generation to generation. Kalamkari
painting demands a lot of treatment before
and after the painting is completed. Every
step, from soaking of the cloth to sketching
the outlines, hand-printing, then washing
and drying the piece, has to be done very
carefully and correctly.

All the dyes are extracted from bark, flower
or root, the color red is obtained by using
the Indian madder root, yellow from the
pomegranate seed or mango bark, black
from myrobalam fruit. This style of Kalam-
kari, decorated with motifs of trees, creep-
ers, fruit and leaves reached its peak in the
19" century and even today is in high de-
mand both in India and abroad. They are
valued for their esthetic appearance as
well as practicality and durability.

In serendipity, this example of an ancient
craft fits exactly the dimensions of our pi-
ano.
